Program length is determined by individual progress in completing treatment goals. The average length of the Modified Matrix Program, if all goals have been reached, is ten (10) weeks. The Modified Matrix program meets two (2) days per week (Tuesdays and Thursdays) at 10:00AM to 11:30AM. 

Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT) for Opioid Use Disorder

Deaconess Cross Pointe is pleased to announce that we are now offering Medication-Assisted Treatment (MAT) for adults. Medication-assisted treatment (MAT) is an effective response to opioid use disorder.  It is the use of medications, in combination with behavioral therapies, to provide a whole-patient approach to the treatment of substance use disorders.  

According to the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) nearly 80% of individuals with an opioid use disorder do not receive treatment.  Nonmedical use of pain relievers continues to be more widespread than heroin use.  Individuals receiving MAT often demonstrate dramatic improvement in addiction-related behaviors and psychosocial functioning.
